This term come in the literature
at the end of the 18" century. In English literature, Coleridge, Word worth, Shelley, John
Keats, and Byron are famous writers in this regard. In poetry, love for nature, philanthropy,
mentioning of supernatural elements, music, innovation of words, and rebellion against
tradition are the characteristics of Romanticism. The tradition of romantic poetry in Pashto
has been going on for a long time. And the element of romance can be found in almost every
poet of Pashto. Dr. Ali Khel Daryab is an acclaimed romantic poet of Pashto. In this article,
the elements of romanticism in his poetry have been analyzed.
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"Romanticism is the 19th century movement that developed in Europe in
response to the Industrial Revolution and the disillusionment of the
Enlightenment values of reason. The movement was characterized by the
emphasis on emotion and imagination as well as the glorification of nature
with its irrational forces. Whereas Neoclassicism praised the return to the
classical beauty and the perfection of the ancient world, Romantic artists
preferred to revive medievalism. Romanticism derived from the German
Sturm und Drang movement and from the ideology of the French Revolution.
Values such as  freedom, imagination, individual  expression
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and irrationality are all main characteristics of Romanticism that first started

to appear in portraiture”.?
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“The term Romanticism does not stem directly from the concept of love, but
rather from the French word romaunt (a romantic story told in verse).
Romanticism focused on emotions and the inner life of the writer, and often
used autobiographical material to inform the work or even provide a template
for it, unlike traditional literature at the time. Romanticism also fixated on
nature as a primordial force and encouraged the concept of isolation as
necessary for spiritual and artistic development™*
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“Romanticism, attitude or intellectual orientation that characterized many
works of literature, painting, music, architecture, criticism, and
historiography in Western civilization over a period from the late 18th to the
mid-19th century. Romanticism can be seen as a rejection of the precepts of
order, calm, harmony, balance, idealization, and rationality that typified
Classicism in general and late 18th-century Neoclassicism in particular. It
was also to some extent a reaction against the Enlightenment and against
18th-century rationalism and physical materialism in general. Romanticism
emphasized the individual, the subjective, the irrational, the imaginative, the
personal, the spontaneous, the emotional, the visionary, and the
transcendental’™®
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
